	COOL! The coolest and crispest of house wines we've had the pleasure of this summer to greet us! 
CHILLED! A wickedly laid-back atmosphere supported by a sublime mix of sexy background music and subdued but welcoming 60's décor in a whirl of orange and chocolate that will make you feel like you have fallen dreamily into an art- deco Jaffa cake! HOT! The food! A studied blend of old favourites given a new look and some tempting "That sounds good!" originals.  Above all, the presentation! Dutch chef and part owner Hein Schans may be a young man but he is certainly on the road to becoming another of his country's Old Masters. He is joined in the restaurant by pretty wife Samantha and also partner Remco Slohher. It is nice to see restaurant owners themselves working their business. If you're in a rush, don't eat here! "La Vuelta" is all about pleasure at a slow pace. Sit back and sip on a house cocktail or a Kir Royale as you soak up the seaside atmosphere either inside or on the terrace, of a restaurant that easily caters for all ages and nationalities. The menu is international simply because Hein plays lovingly with basic foods in fun and original ways. Just take a look at the starters….from a classic shrimp cocktail, but this time with a tipsy whiskey sauce, to a carpaccio with pesto sauce and Old Amsterdam cheese. Or how about a "La Vuelta" salad for two and try the lot! For the conservative amongst you there are old favourites like Galia melon and Serrano ham, onion soup with cheese on toast and prawn and chicken kebabs, softened in an oriental sauce.Mouth watering already? Then feast your eyes on  some of the main course delights…..a deliciously tender filet of steak in a fine pepper sauce, duck breast in oriental sauce, pasta in a rich, creamy prawn and lobster sauce, vegetarian spring rolls with wok cooked vegetables and soya sauce, and lamb cutlets(not chops, cutlets) with crisply cooked vegetables and roast potatoes. Today's" catch of the day "was trout. All main courses are served with a separate salad and vegetable dish, your meal being prepared to order with time and dedication to presentation. I am no stranger to a good dinner and couldn't finish my steak! Shame as I fancied a pudding here! Pancakes with fruit and ice-cream, summer sorbet, waffles, cheesecake and cheeses with sweet wine were too much gluttony for one night, even for me! Instead I settled for an Irish coffee that fortunately wasn't too "over-prepared" as I had to drive home, if I could still get behind the wheel of my car! If you're feeling adventurous why not try "La Vuelta" s Tapasmenu? This involves a big selection of hot and cold dishes for two people for just 17.50p.p.and looked like great fun on the table next to ours. The wine list is simple but ample and well-priced. Donna and I filled our faces, drank too much, as usual, and still had plenty of change from 65 euros! (Two bottles of wine…!) "La Vuelta" changes its menu every month so you'll never get bored here! Best bits for me; the relaxed, "Enjoy your visit" atmosphere. No rush to get your plate off you here! "La Vuelta" is NOT just an eatery. It is also the presentation and artwork that give pleasure before you put your fork near it! "La Vuelta" also has musical entertainment on Wednesdays with a Spanish duo, and on Fridays with "Infinity." On the last Tuesday of each month they have a Spanish guitar evening along with a nine course tapas menu. They even provide diners with a song sheet to get you warbling to those hum-along Spanish favourites you don't know the words to! Bookings are also being taken for Christmas and the New Year. The 25th and 26th of December offer live music, Santa's welcome cocktail, a massive nine-courses (The diet starts in January), all you can drink, and a taxi service on request for a great value 75euros p.p. The New Year meanwhile offers a marathon of entertainment, fine food and drink, the traditional grapes and red underwear, not to mention gifts, and even the Aspirins and taxi home, again all for a mere 75 euros! "La Vuelta" also offers dinner vouchers for societies and has a web page for you to keep informed of their programme of events.
